The infrastructure planned envisages a grand and well-designed facility for conducting of marriages,
conventions and events on alarge scale and will have the capacity to welcome over 1000 guests, including
modern, well-equipped facilities for cooking and dining that will accommodate about 500 guests in one
serving cycle.



As a Convention Centre it will be equipped with all
modern audio-visual technologies and facilities to
handle business conventions of star standards.

As a Community Centre it will be a confluence
facility for members of the Guruvayur Brahmana
Samooham and their families to meet and greet
over weekend activities, and also be a recreation
centre that offers members the facility for sports
and games like Shuttle, Carrom, Chess, Table Tennis
etc.

The facility will also have a boarding of 23 well-
appointed rooms that will accommodate the stay
of 60 guests at the complexitself.

The Guruvayur Brahmana Samooham shoulders the legacy
of a 200-year-old history of brahmin families who migrated
from the Tanjore and Tirunelveli regions of Tamilnadu.
While some of these families were engaged in cooking at
the Royal Palace of the then Punnathur Kingdom and
thereafter managing the Madapalli (Divine Kitchen) of the
Lord of famous SriKrishna Temple, Guruvayur, some others
wereinvolvedin local trade and money-lending businessin
the temple town of Guruvayur. These families initially were
a congregation of two 'madoms' or community
associations; the Thalappilly Brahmana Samooham
domiciled in South Nada locality of Guruvayur and the
Paandi Panayamkulangara Samooham in the East Nada
locality.

The Thalappilly Brahmana Samooham took the initiative to
formalize its activities as an association and registered its
congregation under the Societies Registration Act in 1979
under the name and title of 'Guruvayur Brahmana
Samooham'. In 1982, the Paandi Panayamkulangara
Samooham also joined cause with the then registered
Guruvayur Brahmana Samooham and both the madoms
merged as one society thereafter internally identified as

South Madom and East Madom with each congregation
retaining their unique flavour while converging for
common social activities of the entire society.

Unique to the flavour of the South Madom was their
affiliation to 'Sri Simha Nadha Bhagavathy' as their 'istha
devatha'; they celebrated Sastha Preethi in the month of
Vysakham, Bhagavathi Seva and Laksharchana in the
month of Karkidakom and Navarathri Bommakolu in the
month of Kanni. Deepavali and Pongal was also celebrated
asitinfluenced by their Tamil lineage.

The East Madom owed their allegiance to 'Sri Dharma
Sastha' and observed 'Bhagavathi Seva in the month of
karkidakom and Sastha Preethiin the month of Kaarthikai.

Both Madoms in fusion have been performing the
'Samaradhanai' since 2004 under the instructions of His
Holiness Jayendra Saraswathi Swamigal of the Kanchi
Mutt. 'Dwadasa Nama Pooja' is being conducted every
month on the two 'Dwadasi' days. The Vaikunta Ekadasi
Festival has from time immemorial been celebrated with
fanfare as the 'Vaikunda Ekadashi Vilakku' at the Sree
Krishna Temple, Guruvayur.
